homeowners, tenants and landlords. The team can support with a wide range of energy 

queries and help access grants and additional support.

• Sustainable Warmth Shropshire: A range of energy efficiency and low carbon heating grants 

available to homeowners and private tenants and landlords. Measures covered include first-

time double glazing, solid wall insulation, roof insulation, air source heat pumps and storage 

heating upgrades. You may find out more information and apply here. 

• Boiler Upgrade Scheme: A new government scheme offering up to a £5,000 upfront voucher 

to help householders replace old heating systems with low carbon heating such as air 

source or ground source heat pumps. The scheme is installer-led, so speak to your local 

installer for more information or visit the Gov.UK website. 

• Cost of living help | Shropshire Council: Tips on where to find support across Shropshire. 

• Energy Company Obligation: A government-backed initiative offering grants for heating and 

insulation improvements. Funding is delivered by energy companies in partnership with 

installers.
