Path starts at the B 5063 south of Prestonsprings Farm SJ52732674 and ends at parish boundary between 
Wem and Clive. SJ52052590 




The claimed route leaves the B 5063 as an unclassified road U2519/10. This leads to the entrance to 
Teakins. From here the claimed route follows the parish boundary between Wem and Moreton Corbet and 
Lee Brockhurst. At the next parish boundary between Wem and Clive it leads into the claimed bridleway of 
claim SH/053/001.

This route is excluded from valuation. It is a clear continuation of that shown for the Natural England 
Discovering Lost Ways Case File DWL SH/053/001,which was also excluded from valuation.

  

Tithe Records

 

The claimed bridleway lies on the parish boundary shared between two townships, Tilly and Trench and 
Preston Brockhurst. The tithe map for each of these townships show the claimed bridleway as a way 
defined by  solid lines,  bounded on either side

  

Inclosure Records

 

An inclosure award and its accompanying plan can provide evidence of the existence of public rights over a 
way which was not itself changed by the Award such as the continuation of a way beyond the boundary of 
the inclosed area. The Award map ended at the parish boundary but gave the public bridle road a 
destination from Clive continuing to Wem along an ancient bridle road. This claimed route is the ancient 
bridle road.

Parish Boundary Records

 

The Ordnance Survey was given the duty of ascertaining and recording all public boundaries by the 
Ordnance Survey Act 1841.Boundary Sketch Maps and Boundary Remark Books were produced under 
Parliamentary authority with the power to summon the Clerk of the Peace and any books, maps, papers or 
other documents he held.The Boundary Sketch Map was advertised for public inspection. The Boundary 
Sketch Map shows the application route leaving the Parish of Clive and entering the Parishes of Wem and 
Morton Corbet. Pages of reference are given for the Boundary Remark Book.

Summary and Statement of Reasons:

   

The application is for a public bridleway. It is a continuation of the Lost Ways Case File DWL SH/053/001, 
application Shropshire No 174.The latter application was covered by an Inclosure Award which gave it a 
public bridleway status. The area covered by the Award ended on the parish boundary. The public 
bridleway was a through route from Clive to Wem. The Award confirmed that the bridleway continued as an 
ancient bridle road.   The present claim SHR-0178 is the ancient bridle road. A way as an enclosed route is 
consistently shown on old county maps and on ordnance survey maps. It is shown as an unmetalled road 
on the one inch ordnance survey of 1899. The Finance Act Map for the area clearly shows the entire length 
for this claim excluded from valuation in the same manner as other public roads. The earlier tithe maps 
covering two townships show the route exempt from tithe payments. The claimed route is shown as a clear 
continuation of case file DWLSH/053/001 in all the above mentioned documents. The Ordnance Survey 
Boundary Sketch Map shows the whole length of the bridleway and depicts it crossing the parish boundary 
with reference to page numbers in the Boundary Reference Book.
